COMMENTS ON JOB_ EVALUATION/SALARY STRUCTURE REPORT

METHODOLOGY

This method of job evaluation is commonly called Factor comparison. Basically,
the method involves comparing jobs by components or factors that cover mental
requirements, skill requirements, physical requirements, responsibility and
working conditions for purposes of determining relative degree of importance and
responsibility. As you can guess, since a separate and distinct analysis is
required for each factor, an element of subjectivity is present. It is however

& good procedure because it is readily explainable and can be understood because
of the detailed job descriptions. From my observation, it also appears that fewer
compensation related problems will evolve from this system. Obviously, the factor
comparison method of job evaluation is complex and time consuming. However, it

is a good method to use in structuring the internal positions. Proper communication
with line management could serve to make the system work properly.

JOB EVALUATION PLAN

The attached Job evaluation plan is detailed enough to allow it to be understood
and communicated. Much thought went into the investigations of the positions for
proper evaluation. One area of weakness however is the Formal Education or equiv-
alent. So many criteris are listed that I believe it would be impossible for

any one individual to be proficient in all areas. For example, for the high school
graduate, would an employee have to demonstrate knowledge in all areas or only those
germane to the particular job being performed? Otherwise, I feel the job evaluation
data to be thorough and professional.

POSITION QUESTIONNAIRE

The Position Questionnaire is a good method to use for a better job of matching
survey positions. It would make a larger number of supervisors feel closer to a
survey and perhaps give the survey results more creditability.

SALARY RANGES

The salary ranges listed generate a few negative points. First there are too few
salary groups and the group to group progression rates are not uniform which could
produce many, many compression problems. Perhaps if this is a small organization
with the bulk of the employees in the lower paid ranges, and only a handful in the
upper ranges, the system would be workable.



C‘;.’
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SUMMARY

1. The system devised here is good as a factor comparison method of job
eveluation. It is well thought out and shows a good deal of detail.

2. The method and resultant salary structure would be fine for this
organization.

3. The Position Questionnaire would be an excellent tool to use to involve
more line supervisors in the job matching process in clerical salary
surveys. It could supplement the on site visits which are limited to
a few supervisors.

k. Overall they received good value from the services performed by the

consultant.

It was noted, also, that Mr. Hoyt (now a “former" president)
was given a "huge house to live in, expense free."

As far as specific animal-oriented non-profit groups were
concerned, no employee for The Fund for Animals earns over
30K, and the Executive Director for People for the Ethical
Treatment of Animals makes less than 25K.

HSUS was also criticized for making the "NOT-Recommended
List of Charitable Animal Organizations" as reported in the
The Detroit Free Press which based its decisions upon
information made available by the Better Business Bureau.
The newspaper’s criteria were that the organization must
either a) spend more than 50% of their income on
fundraising, or b) spend less than 50% of their income on
their chartered goals.

Earlier this year, the California State Attorney General
filed charges against HSUS for allegedly violating one of
that state’s laws governing fund raising practices. This
law stipulates that a particular percentage of the funds
raised within California must be spent on programs within
that state’s borders. Though HSUS reaps most of its funds
from CA, they have been accused of spending none of it -
there.
